What is Expected of you as a Titleholder
Photo Sessions:


We will need to schedule one photo session for you within one month of your crowning for future publicity and your Miss MN headshot.
Blog/News Paper Articles:


You will be asked to establish a blog and keep it up to date at least bi-monthly.  You will be asked to prepare an article to be published in the Waseca County News at the beginning (within the 1st two months of crowning) and end of your reign.  The first article will introduce yourself and what your plans/expectations are for your year of service. The final article will be a thank you to the community and a overview of some of the highlights of your year, platform, etc. 

Public Appearances:


As the new titleholder, you will appear in parades, speak to schools and service groups about your platform, visit other pageants in the Miss MN system and attend any other community events as fits into your schedule.  We would like you to appear during recruiting events and fundraisers whenever possible.  Miss Waseca County Sleigh & Cutter will also be required to attend all events sponsored by the Sleigh & Cutter Festival.  Miss South Central is invited to all Sleigh & Cutter events, but is not required to attend them.
Miss Minnesota Preparation:


As a committee we will work with you to make sure that you are prepared for Miss Minnesota.  We will do this through public presentations of your platform, perfecting your interview skills, working on physical fitness, preparing and improving your talent selection, and choosing your competition wardrobe.  As Miss Minnesota, should you earn the title, you will present your platform to the entire state of Minnesota.  Your service to Waseca County allows you to work out the bugs in your platform, determine the goals of your platform and make the contacts necessary to be an effective advocate for your platform.  We would like to schedule monthly Miss MN prep meetings.
Miss Waseca County Sleigh & Cutter/Miss South Central 2020 Preparation:


We ask that you help with contestant preparations for the next pageant, unless you are crowned Miss MN.  We will also need you to help us recruit contestants, appear in parades with the contestants, attend fundraisers, send invitations to other titleholders and community dignitaries, and perform during the pageant.
